Mavericks Head Coach Rick Carlisle 
(on Terry’s final shot) “We ran something that was going to be him (Jason Terry) or Dirk, two good options. I thought the key on the whole thing was, he could have taken the shot quickly but he had the presence of mind to get the guy on his hip, use some clock and able to get some separation and take the shot. And 1.4 (seconds) is a lot tougher time to score in than 3 seconds or 2.8 or something like that. He hit a great shot. Tremendous. Much needed, obviously. It’s great win even though we had a lead and they got it back even. I liked the way we fought them off at the end and were able to finish the game.”
(on Iguodala’s final shot) “In that situation, with that team, you’re thinking it’s going to be him somehow. Everyone converged. Marion did a great job on a couple of those late possessions and he had been cold on the bench. He was there, Kidd was there. Dirk would guard the in-bounder. It turned into a very difficult shot. Our execution on the last two possessions, JET’s score and that defensive sequence were great. And they needed to be because that’s a team that makes shots. They jump all over you and they throw the ball in the basket. They have been doing it all year and they’ve had tough luck at the end of games finishing. But they are a team that is better than their record, obviously.”

“They (Sixers) have been hanging around in every game they are in. They hung around last night in San Antonio. They had it to four or five in the last two minutes. They keep coming at you. It’s the most fast break points we’ve given up this year by far. We talked a lot about getting back. They just come at you and attack and take angles, get to the free throw line and pull up, and jump over you. They are just tough to play. It’s a great win. I would have liked to have closed the last four minutes better than we did. But some nights it’s about survival and that’s what this way.”

On the game…

“Look, our guys did so many good things tonight. There were ebbs and flows, obviously they made runs. We stayed tough and we made our run and gave ourselves a chance. It is a shame that we have come so close so many time and whether it is a shot by them or a shot by us, it just didn’t go down or theirs went down. This team is fighting their tails off and we are doing a lot of good things and making progress in where we want to go, we just haven’t come up with the W’s”

What did you do down the stretch to get back in the game…

“It is always almost a possession, adjustments almost each possession with Dirk and Jason Terry and Jason Kidd. They are so crafty with the pick and rolls and the isolations and they create problems for you with the switching or showing and create space with Dirk to catch and shoot or go one on one. It is almost a cat and mouse game almost every possession. But, we are just trying to get better. We try to do things well with out game plan and then we just have to make adjustments. We’ve started switching some things and I like Sammy’s (Samuel Dalembert) match up with Dirk. That was really good for us. And that is where you start. You start with the one on one match ups. Who is good? Thad (Thaddeus Young) was good in the beginning, Sammy was good, Jason Smith was OK. But, our guys are still young and, outside of Sammy, and Dirk is a special assignment and you have to treat him as a special assignment and not just any other good player, he is a great player and you can’t give him space and we gave him space. But, we got to be better going down the stretch.”

On the rebounding edge…

“Ya, we got I think 60 rebounds, so we rebounded well. Sammy (Samual Dalembert) was awesome man. Sammy was getting rebounds, he got 19 and everyone else, the smalls went into their bigs and got some rebounds. It was all about scrapping and working hard and staying aggressive.”

What will it take to get over the hump…

“A shot that goes down for us and maybe a shot that misses for them. We say it in the Washington game and we saw it in the Boston game and if we keep our turnovers down, I don’t know what it was tonight, but we turned the ball over in places that we shouldn’t have. We can just get a shot to go down to get us that close, but we just have to get better over the course of 48 minutes. I got to get our guys to play better.”

On Willie Green’s defense on Jason Terry’s final shot…

“It was almost like the Rondo shot in Boston. It was on the baseline and goes way up in the air. Give credit to a good player that makes a shot. We just haven’t had the luck to get one to miss and get one to make for us.”

“Sometimes when you’re going through the thick of it you take some games like this on the chin. It was a good, hard fought game, but give credit to the Dallas Mavericks and Jason Terry. He hit a good shot from the corner. I was on him I thought, and pretty much in his face but it was a good shot.”

(On what they did to come back in the second half) “We just fought. I think those are the things that are going to help us throughout the season, just fighting and staying together, trying to place good defense. They have a good offensive team, they can spread the floor. But we just fought all game long even when they were up, we didn’t hang our heads and I think those are some positives that we can build on.”

(On the last play of the game) “Not to put anybody at fault, he [Young] was open under the basket and I think we just didn’t have enough time to get that much done. He just made a reaction play and he was just trying to win the game.”

(On Terry’s shot) “I told Willie ‘we’re about to win the game’. The play was developing in the timeout, so I thought we had a chance. We played really good defense, he just made a tough shot.”

Mavs forward Shawn Marion

(How’s the ankle?) – “It’s hurting trust me, but I’ve got to do what I’ve got to do to help this team and that’s what it’s about.”

“I’m just trying to do what I can to help this team win.  There’s a lot more things out there I’m able to do, but I’m doing what I’ve got to do to help this team win.  The guys have been there for me and everyone’s been great and we’re trying to get everything rolling and on the same page.”

“They (76ers) went to a small lineup in the second half and they kind of took us in the second half with their intensity and they made adjustments that got them back in the game.”

(Talk about JKidd tonight?) – “A couple of the passes he made tonight I was like oh my god did you just see that?  I love JKidd and he’s does everything he can out on the court for us to win.”

(Talk about Jet’s game winning shot?) – “It was an iso basically and Dirk down screened for Jet that freed him up and they overplayed it and Jet took it upon himself and got the shot off.”

Mavs guard Jason Terry
(Talk about your game-winning shot?) – “It was a play that we run often and I remember just like it was yesterday against Minnesota last year same move, same rhythm, great pass by Jason Kidd, good screen by Dirk and the shot prevailed.  We hate to win it like that but the way we’ve been at home we’ve just got to keep grinding them out.”

“Jason Kidd is one of the greatest passers to ever play this game and he hit me right on the run and I could have caught it and shot it right there but there was still five seconds on the clock so I gave a little pump fake, a little spin, another pump fake and I cleared myself for the shot.  The shot went down but more importantly is we got the stop on the other end of the floor.  The stop was crucial and Shawn Marion did an outstanding job of getting his hand up and making them make a tough shot.”
