TONIGHT’S KEY RUN: Dallas outscored San Antonio 9-2 in the final 1:22 of regulation to force overtime. Jason Terry (five) and Rodrigue Beaubois (four) combined for the Mavericks’ final nine points in the fourth. Terry forced overtime with a jumper with 0.5 seconds left on the clock.





NOTES


Mavericks guard Jason Terry scored a season-high 34 points (14-23 FGs, 1-3 3FGs, 5-5 FTs) against the Spurs on Sunday (previous high 23 vs. Miami on 12/25/11). He hit a jumper with 0.5 seconds remaining that tied the game at 91 and forced overtime. Terry also scored Dallas’ final four points in overtime to propel the Mavericks to a 101-100 victory. Terry led Dallas in scoring for the seventh time this season.


Mavericks guard Vince Carter made his sixth start of the season and led Dallas with 14 first-half points on 6-of-8 shooting. He scored 10 of Dallas’ first 16 points in the contest. Carter finished with a season-high 21 points (8-15 FGs, 2-5 3FGs, 3-3 FTs) to go along with three rebounds, three assists, two steals and one block in a season-high 31 minutes. 


With the win, the Mavericks (13-8) took a one-game lead over the Spurs (12-9) in the Southwest Division standings. The Rockets (12-8) sit a half-game back of Dallas in the division.   


The last time a San Antonio player scored in the game was at the 4:28 mark of the third quarter (a 3-pointer by Richard Jefferson). Kawhi Leonard (logged 1.1 seconds) was the only Spurs starter to appear in the game after the 2:44 mark of the third quarter. Gary Neal, Matt Bonner, James Anderson, Tiago Splitter and Danny Green played the rest of the way for San Antonio.


Mavericks forward Dirk Nowitzki returned to the starting lineup after missing four games with a sore right knee and recorded his second double-double of the season (360th career) with 10 points and a season-high 13 rebounds in 38 minutes.


Rodrigue Beaubois tallied 14 points, seven assists and three blocks vs. San Antonio on Sunday. He’s averaging 18.0 points per game, 7.0 assists per game and 3.5 blocks per game over his last two games (two starts).


The Mavericks outshot the Spurs 52.2 percent (24-of-46) to 35.7 percent (15-of-42) in the first half and led by 11 (51-40) at the break. With the win, Dallas improved to 12-1 when leading at the half.


The Mavericks used a 26-8 run (from the 7:14 mark of the first quarter through the 9:33 mark of the second period to turn a six-point deficit (10-4) into a 12-point advantage (30-18).


Dallas used a 10-2 spurt (from the 10:03 mark of the third quarter through the 6:09 mark of the third) to open up a 17-point lead (61-44). But San Antonio closed the quarter on a 9-2 run and trailed by 11 (69-58) after three.


Mavericks guard Delonte West returned after missing the game against Utah (1/27/12) with a strained right hamstring. He came off the bench for just the second time this season and managed two points and three rebounds in 16 minutes. 


Gary Neal totaled a team-high 19 points, four rebounds and a game-high-tying seven assists for the Spurs in the loss. 


Mavericks point guard Jason Kidd (strained right calf) did not dress.


The attendance for tonight’s game was 20,262. The Mavs have now sold out 411 consecutive regular-season games at American Airlines Center, which is an NBA-best sellout streak. The streak began on Dec. 15, 2001 and Dallas has sold out an additional 58 playoff games during that stretch.
