TONIGHT’S KEY RUN: Indiana began the third quarter on a 19-6 run and opened up a 12-point lead (71-59) 7:20 into the period.





NOTES


Dirk Nowitzki made nine of his first 10 shots in the game and led all scorers with 20 points at the half (went 9-of-11 from the field in the first half). It was the first time he managed 20-plus points in a game since 1/16/12 (21 at L.A. Lakers). Just two of his 20 first-half points came in the paint. Nowitzki scored 20-plus points in a game just once in his previous 12 outings. He finished with a season-high 30 points (12-17 FGs, 1-4 3FGs, 5-6 FTs) and a team-high-tying seven rebounds in 33 minutes against Indiana. His previous high scoring game was 29 at Oklahoma City on 12/29/11. Nowitzki went 12-of-17 from the floor against Indiana on Friday, after he went just 11-of-39 (.282) from the field in his previous three games.


Mavericks swingman Vince Carter scored 14 points to go along with three rebounds, a season-high-tying five assists, two steals and one block in 30 minutes.


Indiana trailed, 53-52, at the half, but began the third quarter on a 19-6 run and took a 12-point lead (71-59) at the 4:40 mark of the period. 


After making their first eight shots in the game, the Pacers went just 2-of-12 from the field to finish the first quarter. 


Dallas trailed, 25-17, but used a 19-4 run (from the 5:17 mark of the first quarter through the 9:38 mark of the second period) to take a 36-29 advantage.


With the win, the Pacers snapped a seven-game road losing streak against the Mavericks.


Pacers guard Paul George scored a career-high 30 points (12-17 FGs, 1-4 3FGs, 5-6 FTs) to go along with a season-high-tying nine rebounds, a career-high-tying five assists and a career-high-tying five steals in 41 minutes. He went 7-of-11 from beyond the arc in the game. The Indiana franchise record for most 3-pointers in a game is eight by Reggie Miller (multiple times, most recently 3/28/97).


Mavericks center Brendan Haywood returned to the starting lineup after missing the last game with lower back tightness and managed six points, six rebounds and a game-high four blocked shots. Mavericks forward Lamar Odom returned after missing the game against Oklahoma City (2/1/12) with a stomach illness and had six points, six rebounds and three assists. 


The attendance for tonight’s game was 20,146. The Mavs have now sold out 413 consecutive regular-season games at American Airlines Center, which is an NBA-best sellout streak. The streak began on Dec. 15, 2001 and Dallas has sold out an additional 58 playoff games during that stretch.
